Friday Faith
The fourth Sunday of Advent will be on December 24th this year.
This day, we will light all four candles in our Advent Wreath.
On this Sunday, we think about the Peace that Jesus brought to
the world and our own hearts.
This fourth candle, is also called the Angel’s candle, and reminds
us of the Angel’s message to us “Peace on Earth, Goodwill
towards all men (women)”
On December 24, we will also light a white candle in the middle of

the wreath, called the Christ candle and represents the life of Jesus. The colour white is
symbolic of purity - because Christ is considered our sinless, pure Saviour.
